2. THAT no more than ten Tickets be delivered
out for each hour of admittance, which Tickets, when
brought by the refpsclive perfons therein named, are
to be fhewn to the Porter ; whois thereupon to conduct
them to a proper room appointed for their reception,
till their hour of fecing the Mufeum be come, at which
time they are to deliver their Tickets to the proper
Officer of the firft department: and that five of the
