The course requirements: you must give a presentation and pass a credit test.

The presentation may be given on either an article you have read or on your bachelor/master thesis. The presentation must be well-structured and contain proper vocabulary and grammar. The length shouldn´t exceed 10 minutes.
Some points you could cover when giving a presentation on your bachelor or master thesis!

What is the topic/theme of your thesis?
(Briefly introduce the topic/theme)

Why did you choose it?
(Explain what led you to choose it)
 

What is the aim of your thesis?
(Explain what you want to achieve and how you want to achieve it)

What methods of research do you use?
(Explain how you will conduct research, collect data and so on)


Have you encountered any significant problems so far?

(Explain what problems you have experienced, how you deal(t) with them…if you have not started yet, explain what problems you anticipate)

Who will benefit from your work?

(Explain who should benefit from your work; explain who you are writing the thesis for?)
You may include any other points regarding your work….

In your article presentation you could cover:

What is the topic of the chosen article?
(Briefly introduce the topic)

What are some of the key words?

Why did you choose it?
(Explain what led you to choose it)
 

What did you learn from the article?
