Original:

Ursula K. Le Guin, one of Oregon’s preeminent writers, was born Ursula Kroeber in 1929 in
Berkeley, California, the youngest and only girl in a family of four children. Her parents were
Alfred Kroeber, a prominent and influential American anthropologist, and the writer Theodora
Kroeber, widely known for her accounts of Ishi, the last member of the Yabhi tribe in
California.

The Kroebers’ redwood home in Berkeley was a place of books, music, storytelling, and
discussion. Their summer retreat, an old ranch named "Kishamish" in the hills of Napa
Valley, was a gathering place for scientists, writers, students, and California Indians.
Mythology and legend were an integral part of the Kroebers’ family life, and Le Guin
remembers that she "was brought up to think and to question and to enjoy."

Le Guin attended public schools in Berkeley, graduated from Radcliffe College, earned a
Master’s degree at Columbia University, and began pursuing a doctorate in French and
Italian Renaissance literature. In 1953, as a Fulbright Fellow steaming toward France on the
Queen Mary, she met historian Charles Le Guin, also a Fulbright Fellow. They were married
a few months later in Paris.

Ursula K. Le Guin, jedna z pfednich oregonskych spisovatelek, se narodila jako Ursula
Kroeber roku 1929 ve mésté Berkeley v Kalifornii, jako nejmlads$i a jedina dcera ze Ctyr
sourozencu. Jeji rodiCe byli Alfred Kroeber, vyznamny a vlivny americky antropolog, a
spisovatelka Theodora Kroeber, znama svymi zaznamy o Ishim, poslednim &lenovi kmene
pUvodnich obyvatel Yahi pfebyvajiciho v Kalifornii.

V sekvojovém domé rodiny Kroeberovych v Berkeley mély svoje misto knihy, hudba,
vypraveéni i diskuse. Jejich letni utocisteé, stary ran€ s nazvem ,Kishamish® v kopcich udoli
Napa, bylo mistem, kde se setkavali védci, spisovatelé, studenti i kalifornsti indiani. Nedilnou
soucasti zivota rodiny Koreberovych byla mytologie a legendy, Le Guin vzpomina, ze ,byla
odmali¢ka vedena k pfemysleni, k otazkam a k radosti ze zivota.”

Le Guin navstévovala vefejné Skoly v Berkeley, bakalafské studium absolvovala na Radcliffe
College, magistersky diplom ziskala na Kolumbijské univerzité, a poté za€ala studovat
doktorat z francouzské a italské renesancni literatury. V roce 1953, kdyZ jako pfijemkyné
Fulbrightova stipendia plula na lodi Queen Mary do Francie, poznala historika Charlese Le
Guina, dalSiho Fulbrightova stipendistu. O par mésicu pozdéji se v Pafizi vzali.
