The manuscript contains no text, but a series of 28 full-page miniatures {tinted grisaille drawings on
green parchment) illustrating the Voyage d'outre mer, attributed to Sir John Mandeville (supposedly fl.
c. 1357; see Oxford Dictionary of Mational Biography). The only writing is on a banner held by one of
the figures in the miniature on f. 10r, 'SPQOR', and astrolegers’ writing on the greund on £ 15r. The
atfribution of the miniatures is fo the eponymous Master of the Mandeville Travels. They are based on
the Czech translation of the Voyage by Vaviinec of Bfezova, written c. 1410. The sequence of leaves
was rearranged when the manuscript was rebound in the 19th century, and their original crder is no
longer certain (see Krasa, The Travels of Sir John Mandevills (1983), pp. 12-13, p. 15).

ABOUT THE ARCHIMEDES PALIMPSEST

The Archimedes Palimpsest is a medieval parchment manuscript, now consisting of 174
parchment folios. While it contains no less than seven treatises by Archimedes, calling it the
Archimedes Palimpsest is a little confusing. As it is now, the manuscript is a Byzantine
prayerbook, written in Greek, and technically called a euchologion. This euchologion was
completed by April 1229, and was probably made in Jerusalem.

The prayer book, or Euchologion, is itself of some interest, and further information on its
contents can be discovered in this website. However, to make their prayer book, the scribes
used parchment that had already been used for the writings of other books. The books they took
parchment from were as follows.

THE BOOK'S CONTENTS

Firstly, and most importantly, they used a book containing at least seven treatises by
Archimedes. These treatises are The Equilibrium of Planes, Spiral Lines, The Measurement of
the Circle, Sphere and Cylinder, On Floating Bodies, The Method of Mechanical Theorems, and
the Stomachion. Of these treatises, the last three are of the greatest significance to our
understanding of Archimedes. While the other treatises had survived through other
manuscripts, there is no other surviving copy of On Floating Bodies in Greek — the language in
which Archimedes wrote, and there is no version in any language of The Method of Mechanical
Theorems and of the Stomachion. The Archimedes manuscript was used for the majority of the
pages of the prayer book. The Archimedes manuscript was written in the second half of the
tenth century, almost certainly in Constantinople.

Utopia is a hard sell in the twenty-first century. Today we are people who know better, and
what we know are the horrors of “actually existing” Utopias of the previous century: Nazi
Germany, Stalin’s Soviet Union, Maoist China, and so on in depressing repetition. In each
case there was a radical break with the present and a bold leap toward an imagined future;
in every case the result was disastrous in terms of human cost. Thankfully, what seems to
be equally consistent is that these Utopias were relatively short-lived. History, therefore,
appears to prove two things: one, Utopias, once politically realized, are staggering in their
brutality; and two, they are destined to fail. Not exactly a ringing endorsement.

Yet we need Utopia more than ever. We live in a time without alternatives, at “the end of
history” as Frances Fukuyama would have it, when neoliberal capitalism reins triumphant
and uncontested.2 There are still aberrations: radical Islam in the East, neo-fascist
xenophobia in the West, and a smattering of socialist societies struggling around the globe,
but by and large the only game in town is the global free market. In itself this might not be
so bad, except for the increasingly obvious fact that the system is not working, not for most
people and not most of the time.
