1. Discuss the issue of the fringes = how does one define itself in relation to another ? What does  one's relationship to another change in oneself ?

2. Do you find it relevent to have different words for « human » and « animal » ? Doesn't the category of the « animals » erase some particularities by grouping different species within a single word (chimpanzee/mussel) ?

3. What do you think of specism and how it relates to racism and sexism ?

4. Can the fact that we belong to a « dominating » group make our definition of the frontier between « human » and « animal » biased ?

5. Do the boundaries of our species draw the boundaries of our moral values ? What criteria could allow us to draw these boundaries ? Do these criteria present an anthropomorphism bias or any other kind of bias ?

6. What is your opinion of the question asked by Jeremy Bentham ?

7. Can we define humanity by its capacity to know and examine itself ?

8. What do you think of the comparaison Isaac Bashevis Singer makes between concentration camps and slaughterhouses ? Was the extermination of some human beings ever justified by treating  and considering them as 'inferior animals' ?/Was the extermination of some human beings ever justified by putting them in the category of 'inferior animals' ?

9. Can a human being become inhuman? Why ? Can an animal become 'inanimal' ? Why ? What difference do you make between the two ?

10. Explain how the theme you chose questions the fringes of humanity.
